1. INTRODUCTION

2. RULES
2.1. Acts of Congress
Follow these instructions is essential for the inclusion of the texts in the Congress Papers that will be distributed on CD.
2.2. Published in magazines
The articles submitted will be evaluated and selected communications will be proposed for publication in journals (Table 1).

Thus, only the articles submitted in English will be eligible for publication in the journals.
2.3. Languages ​​accepted
The official language is English but the AZULEJAR Congress accepts papers in Portuguese and Spanish. Oral presentations can be performed in the different languages ​​but the presentation (Power Point) must be written in English.
2.3. Formats and limits
The formatting rules should follow this scheme:
· The length of the text should not exceed 10 pages, is admissible as an exceptional and justified cases the limit of 12. This limit includes images, tables, bibliography and appendices.
· Texts should use the Helvetica font, with size 10. 

· First line should present a paragraph incident of 10. 
· Spacing multiple of 1.2. 
· Text endnotes and footnotes are not acceptable.
3. FIGURES AND TABLES
Figures and tables must be in line with text. Any illustrations must be provided with an appropriate resolution (minimum 300 dpi). The captions of the images appear inferior to them and immediately before the tables.
